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Writing – We will be exploring non-chronological reports and it’s features 
through the lens of our new text driver Fantastic Beasts and Where to Find 
Them. Through this module, we will be learning about relative clauses, 
expanded noun phrases and effective use of punctuation in addition to 
using our imaginations and creativity within the context of a fantasy genre. 
 
Spelling – the class will use spelling patterns and consider the morphology 
and etymology of words. As part of our democracy topic, the children will 
visit the States Chamber where they will each take part in a debate that 
they have researched, written and edited themselves.  
 
Reading – the children will explore a range of texts and extracts and 
discuss the deeper meaning of a text as well as the authorial intent of the 
writer. 

We will be focussing on the four operations (+, -, x and ÷) as well as the place value 
of numbers up to 1 million. 
Children are encouraged to explain their thinking and reasoning and show more 
than one way to solve a problem. This may be through pictorial (drawing) or 
concrete (using equipment) methods as well as just numbers. 
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We will learn about properties of materials and changing states. 
Can we design an experiment to find a way to separate a 
mixture?  Is every change reversible?       
We will also look at plants and animals and the different ways 
they reproduce. This will include researching and representing a 
life cycle of a specific animal. 

This term, Y5 have the opportunity to hone their hockey skills with lessons delivered by 
Jersey Hockey. Children will develop their awareness of tactics and space in Netball. In 
Gymnastics, pupils will develop balancing, rolling, jumping and inverted movements. 
Thery will explore partner relationships such as canon and synchronisation and matching 
and mirroring. They will develop performance skills considering the quality and control of 
their action. 
  

We will consider how the geographical location and physical 
geography of Ancient Greece shaped its people and ways of life. 
The children will compare and contrast some geographical 
aspects of Ancient Greece with Jersey. 
 In History, our big question will be “What did the Ancient Greeks do 
for us?” 
In order to answer this question, we will consider the legacy left for 
us, whether this be through myths, the modern Olympics, warfare 
and inventions and inspirational people.  
We will make the link with democracy as part of our citizenship and 
reading work.
